


WHAT WILL YOU DO WHEN
MILLIONS OF PEOPLE DISAPPEAR?

No one knows exactly when, but there is coming
a day when millions of people on earth will
instantly vanish. Jesus warned that there would be
“great tribulation” in the last days before He came
again. Twice, Jesus spoke of this. He said:

“In that night there shall be two in one bed...
Two shall be in the field; the one shall be
taken, and the other left” (Luke 17:34-36.
See also Matthew 24:40-41).

Globally, some will di e’ will be left
behind for “great tribule tlon - a period of 7 years
before Christ returns (Dan. 9:24-27). The New
Testament describes this event as follows:

“The dead in Christ shall rise first.. Then we
which are alive and remain shall be caught up
together with them in the clouds, to meet the
Lord in the air” (1 Thess.4:16-17).

The world will be in extreme shock. Families will lose
loved ones and many businesses will lose some
workers. Governments, world leaders and the media
will scramble to give an astonished world an answer
for this unprecedented event.
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Those who are “taken” to “meet the Lord in the air’
will be those who have placed their faith in Jesus
Christ.

The tribulation will be a period of horror. God will
pour out His judgments on a world that is in rebellion
againstHim - earthquakes, global warfare, pandemics
and more. A full description of the judgments of the
“great tribulation” is given in the last book of the
Bible (Revelation chapters 6 through 18).

Jesus said:

“except those days should be shortened, there

should no flesh be saved” (Matt.24:21-22)
An evil dictator known as “the Beast”, or “antichrist”,
possessed by Satan, will lead a world government
(Read Rev. 13,16,19 and 20). No one will be able to
buy or sell without the mark of the Beast, “666”, on
their right hand or their forehead (See Revelation
13:16-18).
It is before this awful “great tribulation” that God will
remove every true believer in Christ from earth to
Heaven. This could happen anytime.
